


STATEMENT OF FAITH & STANDARDS OF CONDUCT

Statement of Faith

1. We believe the Scriptures, both OIld and New
Testaments, to be the inspired Word of God, without
error in the original writings, the complete revelation
of His will for the salvation of men and the Divine and
final authority for all Christian faith and life.

2. We believe in one God, Creator of all things, infinitely
perfect and eternally existing in three persons, Father,
Son and Holy Spirit.

3. We believe that Jesus Christ is true God and true man,
having been conceived of the Holy Spirit and born of
the Virgin Mary. He died on the cross as a sacrifice for
our sins according to the Scriptures. Further, He arose
bodily from the dead, ascended into heaven, where,
at the right hand of the Majesty on High, He now is
our High Priest and Advocate.

4. We believe that the ministry of the Holy Spirit is to
glorify the Lord Jesus Christ and, during this age,
to convict men, regenerate the believing sinner, and
indwell, guide, instruct and empower the believer for
godly living and service.

5. We believe that man was created in the image of
God but fell into sin and is, therefore, lost, and only
through regeneration by the Holy Spirit can salvation
and spiritual life be obtained.

6. We believe that the shed blood of Jesus Christ and
His resurrection provide the only ground for justifica-
tion and salvation for all who believe, and only such
as receive Jesus Christ are born of the Holy Spirit, and
thus become children of God.

7. We believe that water baptism and the Lord’s Supper
are ordinances to be observed by the Church during
the present age. They are, however, not to be regard-
ed as means of salvation.

8. We believe that the true Church is composed of all
such persons who through saving faith in Jesus
Christ have been regenerated by the Holy Spirit and
are united together in the body of Christ of which He
is the Head.

9. We believe that only those who are, thus, members
of the true Church shall be eligible for membership in
the local church.

10. We believe that Jesus Christ is the Lord and Head of
the Church and that every local church has the right,
under Christ, to decide and govern its own affairs.

11. We believe in the personal premillennial and immi-
nent coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and that this
“Blessed Hope” has a vital bearing on the personal
life and service of the believer.

12. We believe in the bodily resurrection of the dead; of
the believer to everlasting blessedness and joy with
the Lord; of the unbeliever to judgment and everlast-
ing conscious punishment.

Standards of Conduct

As a community of future leaders of the Christian church,
Trinity seeks to maintain high standards of integrity in all
areas of life, including academic work, ministry, and com-
munity relationships. Given these objectives, students
are expected to maintain appropriate personal standards
and use wise judgment in matters pertaining to personal
conduct. Any set of community standards may contain
elements with which some of its members disagree.
Nevertheless, out of a desire to encourage an environ-
ment appropriate to its purposes, respect for its heritage,
and concern for the values of its constituency, Trinity
Evangelical Divinity School has established the following
behavioral guidelines for all full- and part-time students,
whether they are on or off campus (unless otherwise
stated):

Practices that are specifically forbidden in Scripture, such
as dishonesty, theft, premarital sex, abortion, adultery,
homosexual behavior, use of pornography, profanity, gos-
sip, racism, and infringement on the rights of others, will
not be condoned.

Scripture explicitly teaches respect for governmental
authority. Students are therefore expected to uphold the
laws of the local community, the state, and the nation
except on those occasions where obedience to civil
authority would require behavior directly in conflict with
other scriptural principles.

In a Christian academic community, academic dishonesty,
including cheating, plagiarism, and misappropriation of
library materials, is regarded as a serious violation.

Abuse of one’s body is inappropriate for a Christian and
includes such behaviors as eating disorders, self-inflicted
wounds, and use of harmful substances. Accordingly,
students will be required to refrain from the possession
or use of harmful substances such as tobacco, non-pre-
scribed stimulants and depressants, and hallucinogenic
drugs.

Gambling and the possession or use of intoxicants on
campus (i.e., alcoholic beverages) have been regarded by
many in the Divinity school and its constituency as prac-
tices that are questionable and encourage exposure to
demeaning social surroundings. They are not allowed.

Trinity values a community environment that is free from
all forms of discrimination and harassment. Therefore,
discrimination and harassment of any type will not be
tolerated by the institution. A formal complaint procedure
has been established to respond to allegations of discrimi-
nation and harassment and is available to all students
from the Student Services Department. Those found in
violation will be subject to disciplinary action.

In order to facilitate orderly community life, students are
expected to abide by other procedural rules and regula-
tions as announced.



DIVINITY SCHOOL APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

Read through the following application instructions
completely before filling out the application form.

For your convenience and to save time, you may
now apply online. Simply go to Trinity’s web address
www.tiu.edu/apply, click on the TEDS button, and fol-
low the directions. The application fee may also be paid
online.

1. Application Fee

Master’s-level applicants must submit a $25 nonrefund-
able application fee. Checks should be payable in U.S.
dollars and drawn from a bank in the United States. For
your convenience, fees may also be paid using Visa,
MasterCard, or Discover. A $25 nonrefundable applica-
tion fee is also required of all doctoral applicants (DMin
or PhD). The master’s-level application fee is waived for
graduates of Trinity International University’s various
undergraduate programs and those who have already
paid an application fee at the master’s level to Trinity
Evangelical Divinity School or Trinity Graduate School
(Deerfield, Davie, Santa Ana, or any of our listed exten-
sion sites).

2. Application Deadlines

Master’s Level
We use a rolling admissions process for all of our mas-
ter’s-level applicants. However, we have established
the following priority deadlines to allow the necessary
time for review prior to the start of the semester:

Please note that whereas these deadlines fall shortly
before the beginning of the term, we strongly encour-
age you to apply six to twelve months in advance of
your expected enrollment date.

Doctor of Ministry (DMin)

Doctor of Ministry (DMin) applications are reviewed
three times per year, corresponding to the three peri-
ods in which courses are offered (fall, spring, summer).
In each case, a completed application file is required
before final action is taken to admit a student to a doc-
toral program. DMin students may begin their studies

during any of the three sessions. Deadlines for receipt
of completed application files are as follows.

June 15 Fall Admission
October 15 Spring Admission
February 15 Summer Admission

Application files completed after the deadline will be
postponed for review until the next review date.

The application review process begins immediately
after the deadline and normally takes three weeks.
Subsequent to the review process, applicants are noti-
fied by letter of acceptance or denial of admission.
Participation in the month-long online program orien-
tation module is then required prior to registration for
courses.

Doctor of Philosophy in Educational Studies (PhD/EDS)
and
Doctor of Philosophy in Intercultural Studies (PhD/ICS)
September 1 (spring semester)
December 15 (fall semester)
(EDS and ICS: Late application deadline of April 1 with permission of
Program Director)

Before completing the application, read the EDS
or ICS prospectus carefully. They are available on-
line or by request from the Admissions Office. All ele-
ments of the PhD/EDS and PhD/ICS application package
(application, personal statements, papers, test scores,
recommendations, and transcripts) must be received by
the deadline date. Only complete application packages
will be sent to the Admissions Committee. Incomplete
packages will be held for completion up to two years.
Applicants missing the review deadline may be required
to submit a supplemental application in order to have
their file reviewed at a subsequent date.

Doctor of Philosophy in Theological Studies (PhD/THS)
September 1 (spring semester)
January 15 (fall semester)

All elements of the PhD/THS application package (appli-
cation, personal statements, papers, test scores, rec-
ommendations, and transcripts) must be received by
the deadline date. Only complete application packages
will be sent to the admissions committee. Incomplete
packages will be held for completion up to two years.
Applicants missing the review deadline may be required
to submit a supplemental application in order to have
their file reviewed at a subsequent date. The review dates
of January 15 and September 1 represent the beginning
of the application review process, which normally takes
eight weeks. The Admissions Committee will usually
notify applicants of its decision eight weeks from the
review date. The Admissions Committee will usually
notify applicants by mail of its decision eight weeks
from the review date.

Academic Doctoral Applicants

You are required to submit a work that shows evidence
of your writing and research ability. All PhD applicants
must submit an exemplary research paper or thesis. EDS
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and ICS applicants may also submit a recently published
paper or article. For application purposes, your paper

must be in English or at least translated into English.

3. Personal Statements

Please enclose your typed personal statements, follow-
ing the instructions on the application. Please put your
name on the top right corner of each page.

4., Official Transcripts

An official transcript must come from each undergradu-
ate school at which you have taken a minimum of three
courses for credit and from each seminary or gradu-
ate school you have attended, even though the work
may appear as transfer credit on another transcript.
However, at schools where you have taken prerequisite
course work needed for your program, you should have
transcripts sent even if you took three courses or less.
In order to be considered official, transcripts must be
sent directly to our Admissions Office in sealed enve-
lopes from each school.

5. Recommendation Forms

All Applicants

Please complete the top portion of each recommenda-
tion form yourself, before forwarding to the
recommender.

All recommendations should be sent directly to the
Admissions Office by the persons who complete them. It is
considered courteous to include a self-addressed, stamped
envelope along with the recommendation form for the
convenience of the recommender. Please do not request
recommendations from persons in your immediate family.
Your recommenders should be people who know you well
enough to provide specific examples to substantiate their
recommendation. Application recommendations may also
be used when awarding scholarships.

Master of Divinity, Master of Arts,

and Certificate in Christian Studies

Please have recommendations submitted from the
following people:

1. A pastor or church leader

2. A teacher or professor familiar with your recent
academic work (undergraduate or graduate)

NOTE: If you cannot locate one of your professors
to submit a recommendation, please ask a leader
in your church or parachurch group to complete
one instead.

4. MA in Ministry Applicants only:

A letter of endorsement on letterhead from the
your local church, parachurch, or church related
ministry which demonstrates church-connected-
ness and affirms: (a) interest and giftedness for

church-related ministry; (b) evident Christian life
and character; and (c) the support and prayers of
the ministry organization for the course of study.
This letter should not merely be a letter from the
pastor or a ministry leader, but may be drafted
by this individual on the ministry's behalf. As
a church-related ministry degree program this
requirement is not optional.

Special instructions for transfer students only:

Students desiring to transfer directly from another graduate
school to TEDS must submit a letter, signed by the Dean
of Students (or functional equivalent) of the transferring
institution, certifying that the student is currently in good
standing.

Master’s Applicants

Applicants to our Master of Arts program are required
to submit test scores from either the Graduate Record
Examination (GRE) or the Miller Analogies Test (MAT).
(Special conditions apply to applicants whose first lan-
guage is not English; see section 7 below.) Students who
have already obtained a master's degree from an accred-
ited institution may request a waiver of this requirement.

Additionally, students applying to the Master of Divinity
or Master of Arts in Ministry whose GPA does not meet
catalog standards and/or who do not have an accredited
bachelor's degree may be required to submit test scores
from either the GRE or MAT. We can determine this only
after we evaluate the transcripts of all previous post-
secondary studies.

Trinity’s campus counseling center administers the MAT.
If you live nearby, you may make an appointment to take
the test with the Counseling Center (847.317.4067).

Certificate in Christian Studies and Visiting Student Applicants
The GRE or MAT is not required. (Special conditions apply
to applicants whose first language is not English; see sec-
tion 7 below.)

Doctor of Ministry Applicants

The Miller Analogies Test (MAT) may be required. When
we receive your official transcripts, we will notify you if
you need to take the MAT.

Academic Doctoral Program Applicants

Doctor of Philosophy in Theological Studies applicants,
including applicants required to take the TOEFL, must sub-
mit GRE scores. Applicants to our Doctor of Philosophy in
Intercultural Studies may submit scores from either the
MAT or the GRE. Applicants to our Doctor of Philosophy
in Educational Studies must submit scores from the MAT.
(Special conditions apply to applicants whose first lan-
guage is not English; see section 7 below.)

Graduate Test Information

Test scores must be less than five years old (except TOEFL
scores, which must be less than two years old) and must be
submitted directly to our Admissions Office from the testing
service. Photocopies from the applicant are not acceptable.

7. Additional Application Considerations for All

International Applicants

Trinity welcomes students from all over the world to our
campus; however, the added challenges for international
students cannot be underestimated. In order to ensure
that adequate preparation is made for study in the
United States, international applicants must also consid-
er the following four items: Pre-Application Information
Form, Language Requirements, Financial Requirements,
and Visa Requirements.

Pre-Application Information Form

for International Applicants

This is a Trinity form that must be submitted prior to
the actual application for admission (available online at
www.tiu.edu/preapp). The Pre-Application Information
Form provides the preliminary documentation necessary
to demonstrate that a prospective international student
has identified his or her sources of funding for both edu-
cation and living expenses while at Trinity as required by
the U.S. government. Applications for program admission
will not be reviewed until the Pre-Application Information
Form has been received and approved by Trinity. This
begins the application process.

According to U.S. law, International applicants must
demonstrate how all expenses related to education,
travel, and living will be paid before a visa may be issued.
International applicants may apply if they have a financial
guarantor in the United States or if they have sufficient
evidence from legitimate individuals or organizations that
their expenses while attending Trinity can be met. Living
expenses add more than $20,000 annually to the costs of
education (tuition, fees, books).

International students on an F-1 visa are limited by
immigration restrictions to on-campus employment of
20 hours per week during the term when classes are in
session and 40 hours per week between the terms. Such
jobs provide only a small percentage of the funds needed
for education and living expenses. Immigration laws pro-
hibit student spouses on F-2 visas from working. Do not
anticipate funding your education through on-campus
employment.

Subsequent to approval of the Pre-Application Information
Form, the prospective student’s Application for Admission
will be received and reviewed for admission to Trinity.

Language Requirements

In addition to the regular application materials, inter-
national applicants must submit scores from the Test
of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), the Test of
Written English (TWE), and the Test of Spoken English
(TSE), if English is not the applicant’s primary language
of instruction. TOEFL scores must be less than 2 years
old and must be submitted directly to our Admissions
Office from the testing service. See the following chart for
required tests and minimum scores:
